Preface

The statistical yearbook is produced by the Lao Statistics Bureau based on the
compilation of data available from line ministries and ministry-equivalent agencies from
the entire country at provincial and national level. The statistical yearbook is the result of
great efforts to reflect the achievements of the Socio-Economic development in Lao PDR
over the period under review. It aims at providing data for research, planning, evaluation
and other purposes to respond to domestic as well as foreign users’ needs. More
specifically, the produced indicators are those defined in the Strategy for the Sustainable
Development of the National Statistical System 2016-2025 and vision 2030 to support in
particular the Monitoring and Evaluation of the NSEDP 2021-2025, SDG and LDC
graduation.

This statistical yearbook includes 4 main categories distributed among 31 sub-sections,
namely: 1). Economic statistic including 14 sub-sections, 2). Social statistics including 10
sub-sections, 3). Natural resources and Environmental statistics including 5 sub-sections,
4).

The 2022 edition of the
Statistical Yearbook incorporated new additional indicators under the following sub-
sections: Agriculture, Labor, Natural Resources and Environment Statistics. Some data
presented in this yearbook are estimations based using the statistical science principles.
