The statistical yearbook is the result of great
efﬁ?rts to reflect the achievements of the Socio-Economic development in Lao PDR over the
period under review. It aims at providing data for research, planning, evaluation and other
purposes to respond to domestic as well as foreign users’ needs. More specifically, the
produced indicators are those defined in the Strategy for the Sustainable Development of the
National Statistical System 2016-2025 and vision 2030 to support in particular the Monitoring
and Evaluation of the NSEDP 2021-2025, SDG and LDC graduation.

The 2023 edition of the Statistical Yearbook have 2 indicators that are not available for the
Economic Statistics section as Technology and Communication Statistics, Tourism and
Transport Statistics, and 3 indicators are not available of Social Statistics as Cultural Statistics.
Some data presented in this yearbook are estimations based using the statistical science
principles.

The Lao Statistics Bureau would like to take this opportunity to express its gratitude and
thank line ministries, ministry-equivalent agencies, provinces and all the technical team for
their cooperation in compiling data into the statistical yearbook. The Lao Statistics Bureau
would also like to welcome all relevant suggestions, comments, and feedback to improve the
statistical yearbook production next year. We strongly belicve that this yearbook is useful to
build Trust between producers and users of data and move towards more complete, accurate
