The 2024 edition of the
Statistical Yearbook have 07 tables that are not available for the economic statistics section such as
technology and communication statistics, transport statistics, investment statistics and balance of
payment external debt statistics. Some data presented in this yearbook are estimations based using the
statistical science principles.

The Lao Statistics Bureau would like to take this opportunity to express its gratitude and thank line
Ministries, Ministry-equivalent agencies, Provinces and all the technical team for their cooperation in
compiling data into the statistical yearbook. The Lao Statistics Bureau would also like to welcome all
relevant suggestions, comments, and feedback to improve the statistical yearbook production next
year.
